  Exciting things are happening at Crestview.  One is that we have an opportunity to call Ricky Murray as part-time 

Minister of Youth.  As most of you know Ricky graduated from liberty Seminary in December with a Masters in 
youth work.  He also was summer youth intern with us in 2008. The following motion passed unanimously at the  

February 17 Business Meeting:  New Business:  Present a motion to bring Ricky Murray as Part-time Minister of 
Youth.  The position will require 20 hours per week with remuneration of $1000 per month and $80.75 for Workerôs 

Compensation and 7.65% for Social Security and Medicare.  Total cost: $13,000 for one year.  The Personnel 
Committee will prepare a job description for this position.  This is a one year Call and will be re-considered at the 

one-year term.   The Call is dependent on Crestview Baptist Church members committing to provide $1083 per 

month over and above their regular tithes and offering. 
   As you can see, since we donôt have the funds in our budget, the call is dependent on our members pledging to 

give $1083 per month over and above their regular tithes and offerings.    We are already almost 2/3ôs there 
together with amounts received and pledges made: $1255.   

   In simple figures, if 109 people pledge $10 each we will have the funds.  Of course, this is just an average.  In 

reality some cannot give and others can give more.  The counting committee keeps up with pledges and funds 
received. 

   If more is pledged we can give Rickey a bonus at Christmas or give him additional hours.  The hope and plan is 
for the youth ministry to attract new families and become full time in the 12 months. 

    Ricky will start as soon as we have the first monthôs funds in hand.  When making a pledge, please mark your 
envelope in the óOTHER ________ô section and then mark it for the Youth Minister position.      

    Please be in prayer for this wonderful opportunity and make your pledge as soon as possible.  Pledge slips are 

available at the Welcome Center. 
   Mark your calendars for March 4 and March 21.  Crestview is hosting the Greater Dayton Association GPS (Godôs 

Plan for Sharing) Prayer Walk Training on Thursday, March 4 at 7:00 p.m.  Please call Tina in the office if youôll be 
attending.
