After spending hours trying to formulate what I wanted to write about worship this month, I found this article by Stephen Newman and he put what I wanted to say into words much better than I ever could.  We are going to spend the next three months talking about praise.

Newman writes ”When we look at worship, many of us see it as something we are to do once a week. For others it has become a daily part of our lives. When we look at the element of praise, the Bible is very clear on when and how we are to praise God. It is a very simple directive for the believer: 
1. All the time
2. With everything you are
3. With a joyful heart

When we throw around the phrase "a sacrifice of praise,” do we really know what we are saying?. Hebrews 13:15 states that we are to, “Through Him then, let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that give thanks to His name". 

First, continually means continually. That means all the time...non-stop. Second, continually means continually. 

Psalm 34:1 says, "I will extol the Lord at all times; his praise will always be on my lips." 

Again, this is all the time...24/7. Is that what God meant? Does He expect us to spend all our time praising Him?”
